Caution Regarding Use of Quinolone Antibiotics with Myotonia

Here's a list of the quinolone class of antibiotics which can cause tendon ruptures and other problems even for a normal person. For us it could be much worse because of the extreme tension on connective tissue from the myotonia. The most commonly prescribed are Levaquin and Cipro.
This is a link to an information sheet published by the FDA for physicians which discusses the possibility of tendon rupture.  While myotonia is not specifically mentioned, there are many reports from patients of severe muscle pain after taking fluoriquinolone antibiotics.  Because myotonia puts a great deal of strain on the calves in particular, a tendon rupture is even more likely.
